Peer Influences on Achievement
by Laurence Steinberg

By tracking students over a three-year period, we were able to see how they were doing in
school at the beginning of the time period, which friends they were spending time with, and
whether their school performance and behavior changed over time as a result. By comparing
the academic careers of students who began high school with similar grades, but who had
different sorts of friends during the school years, we were able to see whether the type of
friends that young people have actually makes a difference in their school performance.

The answer is that it most certainly does, especially in two areas: academic performance and
behavior. Youngsters whose friends were more academically oriented—that is, whose friends
had higher grades, spent more time on homework—did better over the course in school than
students who began school with similar records but who had less academically oriented
friends. Similarly, students whose friends had more conduct problems developed more
problems themselves over time. These findings tell us, then, that parents have reason to worry
about the qualities and values of their children's friends.

How large a difference do friends make? In one set of analyses, we were able to contrast the
influence of best friends with the influence of parents. Parents may influence their children's
long-term educational plans, but when it comes to day-to-day influences on schooling—
whether students attend class, how much time they spend on homework, how hard they try in
school, and the grades they bring home—friends are more influential than parents.

Soap Operas

In the 1930s radio stations in the USA wondered what type of programmes they
should put on during the daytime. They came up with the idea of producing serials that
would be on the radio every afternoon telling a continuous story. 7.
Knowing that the majority of the audience would be women, the broadcasters decided that
the women in the serials would be strong characters and the men weak. The serials were
popular with listeners. As the radio stations were paid for by advertising, these
programmes always carried advertisements and, since one of the most frequently
advertised products was soap, the programmes became known as Soaps or Soap Operas.

GOING TO THE LIBRARY IN THE PAST

When | go into our local library, | often watch children looking at the shelves filled with a
variety of brightly coloured books. They pick a book, glance through a few of the pages and
then almost immediately reject it before beginning to look at another book. I smile to myself
for when | was a child in the 1910s, we were never allowed anywhere near the books. They
were kept in some remote corner of the building to which only the librarian had access.

Even now 1 recall almost with pain some of the selections my friends and | made. We
learned with dismay that titles often gave little guidance as to what the book was about. If we
could have returned the book the next day, our irritation would have been considerably
reduced, but this was not possible. The librarian did not allow us to bring back any book until
we had kept it for at least a week.

Having written out your list, you presented it to the librarian. If you thought your troubles
were finished, you were sadly mistaken. Your hands were inspected to make sure they were
clean. More than once, one or other of us was sent out of the library and told to return when we
had washed our hands.

Once the librarian was satisfied that we were clean enough, she would disappear into another
room and return with the first book on our list which was available. When a book was returned,
she would make a thorough inspection of the pages to make sure that it had not been damaged
in any way. At least that way we never got blamed for something we had not done.

Although the librarian appeared very strict and frightening to a small boy, | owe her and the
man who gave the library to the town an immense debt of gratitude.

1. Life for business managers

In the studio today we have Mike Holliday from the sociology department of Queensgate
University.

A: Mike, you’ve been involved in an international survey into the quality of life enjoyed by
business managers.

B: Yes, I have. It was a very interesting survey of over 1000 managers worldwide.
A: What kinds of managers were you investigating?

B: Well, we looked at managers in all branches of industry but we only looked at senior
management. A further study will deal with middle management but it wasn’t our brief this
time round.

A: How big was the range of countries involved?

B: We were able to conduct an extremely broad survey looking at conditions for managers in
almost fifty countries. Nothing quite so large scale has ever been attempted before.

A: Well, the question that I’m sure our listeners are keen to have answered is “How do
managers in the UK compare with those elsewhere”.

B: Actually, we found they did surprisingly poorly, even though the British economy is doing
quite well at the moment. Britain ranked eleventh on our scale.

A: Were you just translating all salaries in US dollars and then seeing which was the biggest?

B: No, it was a bit more sophisticated than that. The actual amount you earn is not as
important as what you can do with it. The US dollar or equivalent will buy you an awful lot
more in some countries than others of course. We not only looked at the buying power of the
salary, we also took into account how much would automatically go on taxes and on basic
living costs like accommodation.

A: And did you make allowance for state provision of things like school and healthcare?
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B: We’d have liked to do this but it was too complicated at this stage. We’ll do that in our
follow up study.

A: So it was the relatively high levels of taxation and property prices that pushed British
senior managers down to eleventh place?

B: Hmm, that’s right. In terms of actual money received they did quite well but we got a
different picture when we took everything into account. It was a similar picture for managers
in some other countries in the EU.

A: So, where do senior managers enjoy the highest standard of living?

B: Well, we found the three places where high flyers enjoy the best standard of living are
Hong Kong, Switzerland and Ecuador. These were followed by Germany, the USA and Chile,
in that order.

A: And where do managers do least well?

B: Actually, India, Bulgaria and Vietnam came out worst for managers. They got both the
worst of both worlds in a way there, with the combination of relatively low pay and high
taxation.

A: So, if your ambition is to become a member of a senior management team you should try
first for a job in Hong Kong?

B: Well, certainly if standard of living is your first priority.

A: Thank you very much, Mike. I'm now going to...

2. British City in the 21% Century

Hello, I’'m doctor Matthew Belmont and I lecture in urban studies at Manchester University.
My specialist subject is The British City in the 21 Century and this is the title of my talk
today.

I know that you have been discussing your own cities which you obviously know a great deal
about. Cities like Beijing, Cairo and Rome are very different from Manchester and other
British cities but as we move into the 21* century they face many of the same problems.

Many of these problems are caused directly or indirectly by the size of modern cities.

So, I will talk about this first and then go on to consider three specific topics: crime, the cost
of living and environmental issues.

Cities have become much bigger over the last hundred years. One reason for this is that many
young people find the urban lifestyle attractive and exciting and don’t want to live in the
countryside. Also, because unemployment is rising many people cannot find jobs in smaller
towns or villages. So they move to the cities to look for work.
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The third reason is that because modern healthcare is so good people are living much longer
than they did in the past. That means that the size of the population in general is increasing
and many of these people, of course, live in cities.

When large numbers of people live very close together there is often more violent crime.
Theft is unfortunately a major problem of the British cities today. The police advise people to
be careful in urban areas, especially at night. Don’t walk home alone if you’ve been out in the
evening.

Also, it is not a good idea to use your mobile phone whilst you are out in the street. In 2003 in
Manchester alone almost 1600 mobile phones were snatched from people in the street that
compares to just over 1200 in 2002.

Part of the reason for the increasing crime rates is the high cost of living in today’s cities. As
we all know, cities are expensive places to live. Housing is usually very expensive as
everyone wants to live near the theatres, cinemas and restaurants.

Because there is so much to do in the city people go out a lot and have to spend a lot of
money on transport. Most people spend around £4 a day on bus or train fares.

Cities are often very dirty places and there are all kinds of environmental problems.

Many of these problems are caused by cars. As urban areas have got bigger more and more
people want to bring their cars into city centres. This has led to worrying congestion levels as
well as increased pollution.

Most British cities are very smelly places. The government is trying to find a solution to this
problem and in London last year the mayor introduced a special tax, so people have to pay to
bring their car into the city centre. This wasn’t very popular with drivers but it has cut down
the number of cars in London...

However difficult you find it to arrange your time, it will pay off in the long run if
you set aside a certain part of the day for studying - and stick to it. It is best to make a
weekly allocation of your time, making sure that you have enough left for recreational
activities or simply to be ‘with' yourself: reading a novel or watching a television
programme.
1
As part of your weekly schedule, it is also advisable to consider exactly what you have
to do in that week, and make sure that you tackle the most significant tasks first,
leaving the easier or less urgent areas of your work until later.

2

On a physical level, make sure that you have an area or space for studying. Don't do it
just anywhere. If you always study in the same place, preferably a room of your own,
you will find it easier to adjust mentally to the activity when you enter that area. You
should have everything that you might need at hand.

3

Make sure that all the physical equipment that you use, such as a desk, chair etc. is at
a good height for you. If you use a personal computer, there are plenty of guidelines
available from the government on posture, angles, lighting and the like. Consult these
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and avoid the typical student aches and pains.

4
If you are doing a long essay or research paper which involves the use of library books
or other articles, it helps to keep details of the titles and authors on small cards in a
card box. It is also a good idea to log these alphabetically so that you can find them
easily - rather like keeping telephone numbers. It's all too easy to read something and
then forget where it came from.

5

Make use of equipment that is available to you. If you find a useful article in the
library, it is best to make a copy of the relevant pages before you leave. Then, when
you get back to your study, you can mark the article and make any comments that you
have in the margin.

6

If you are working on a topic your teacher has set, but finding it hard to concentrate, it
may be that you actually need to take your mind right off it for a period of time.
‘Airing the mind' can work wonders sometimes. After a period away from the task,
having not thought about it at all, you may return to it refreshed and full of ideas.

7
Similarly, it may help to discuss a topic with other people, especially if you feel that
you have insufficient ideas, or too many disorganised ideas. Bring your topic up in
conversations at meal times or with other students and see what they have to say. You
don't want to copy their ideas but listening to what they think about something may
well help you develop or refine your own thoughts.

Using the Internet and CD-ROM databases in the Library

Northways College now has full electronic information resources in the College
Library to help you in your studies. On CD-ROM in the library we have about fifty
databases, including many statistical sources. Want to know the average rainfall in
Tokyo or the biggest export earner of Vanuatu? It's easy to find out. Whether you are in
the School of Business or the School of Art & Design, it's all here for you.

You can conduct your own CD-ROM search for no charge, and you can print out your
results on the library printers using your library photocopying card. Alternatively, you
can download your results, again for no charge, but bring your own memory stick or
CD-ROM. If you are not sure how to conduct a search for yourself, library staff can
do it for you, but we charge $20 for this service, no matter how long or how short a
time it takes.

All library workstations have broadband access to the Internet, so you can find the web-
based information you need quickly and easily. If you are unfamiliar with using the
Internet, help is available in several ways. You can start with the online tutorial Netstart;
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just click on the Netstart icon on the Main Menu. The tutorial will take you through the
basic steps to using the Internet, at any time convenient to you. If you prefer, ask one of
the librarians for internet advice (best at quiet times between 9.00 am and 11.30 am
weekdays) or attend one of the introductory group sessions that are held in the first
two weeks of each term. Sign your name on the list on the Library Bulletin Board to
guarantee a place, as they are very popular.

A word of warning: demand for access to library workstations is very high, so you are
strongly advised to book a workstation, and we have to limit your use to a maximum
of one hour at any one time. Make your booking (for which you will receive a receipt)
at the Information Desk or at the enquiry desks in the Media Services Area (Level 1).
Also, use of the computers is limited to Northways students only, so you may be asked
to produce your Student Identification Card to make a booking, or while using the
workstations.

C Seventeen scholarships providing 25% of course fees for the duration of the
course to outstanding Diploma or Certificate students entering each Bramley
College School: three each in the Schools of Business and Engineering; two
in the School of Applied Science; two in the School of Environmental Design
and Construction; two in the School of Art and Design; two in the School of
Social Sciences and Communications; one in the School of Biomedical and
Health Science; one in the School of Education and one in the School of
Nursing. Scholarships are awarded on the basis of first semester results.

D One scholarship of $4000 per annum for the duration of the course to the

most outstanding student entering the Diploma in Communication. Scholarships

are awarded on the basis of first semester results.

E Nine scholarships of $3000 per annum for the duration of the course to the
most outstanding students commencing any Advanced Certificate course.
Scholarships are awarded on the basis of Basic Certificate results (not SCE
results). Note that applicants need to apply for this scholarship on the
Bramley College International Scholarship Application Form.

F One full-fee scholarship to the most outstanding student commencing a
Diploma in Art and Design (Photography) course.
